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ROOSEVELT RETURNS FROM NORTHEAST SURVEY

Quentin Roosevelt, vice president, returned recently from a
trip to the Northeast to ascertain in what way this airline can
contribute to the rehabilitation of that part of the country,
CNAC’s public relations division reported.

Roosevelt said his impressions of northern areas are that the
situation is much better in a military, political and economic
sense than people have been led to believe in reports and that the
industries in cities like Taiyuan and ‘Mukden are surprisingly
active in spite of the fact that both places are entirely surrounded
by Communist forces. He emphasized, however, that tremendous
problems are still facing the central government in these areas,
since Communist pressure is definitely not decreasing.

The airline executive said he was impressed with the high
morale and spirit of the people in the north and deeply apprecia-
tive of the cordiality with which he was received by both high
officials and ordinary citizens.

Talks that he had with his old friend, Vice President Li
Tsungjen, and with General Fu Tso-yi while in Peiping, with
General Wei Li-huang, commander-in-chief of the Northeastern
Headquarters while in Mukden, and with Marshal Yen Hsi-shan,
governor of Shansi Province, while in Taiyuan led him to the
conclusion that CNAC will be given an opportunity to continue
to help in the supplying of food to the beleaguered cities,
" Roosevelt. stated.

Both Vice President Li and Marshal Yen received him with
the utmost cordiality and gave dinners in his honor, the executive
added.

Interesting observations that he made during his flights by
both CNAC DC-4 and C-46 were that the flight into and out of
Mukden carried a full load of passengers; the'flight into Taiyuan
was loaded with rice and the outgoing flight was packed to the
maximum with passengers.



Roosevelt left Shanghai on August 9 for Peiping, where he
stayed until the morning of August 12, when he flew to Mukden
for a two days’ wvisit. After that he took off from Mukden for
Taiyuan via Peiping. After an overnight stay at Taiyuan he flew
via Peiping back to Shanghai, arriving here on Sunday, August 15.

THIRTEEN CNAC STEWARDESSES CIVEN “WINGS”

Thirteen members of CNAC/s fourth stewardess training class
graduated in a ceremony at Lunghwa Airport on August 6. Selected
from a total of 124 applicants for their mental and physical
qualifications, their graduation increased the total number of
CNAC hostesses to 43.

E. M. Allison, operations manager, opened the ceremony
with a short address. He said the graduates were entering a
profession which had its inception only 15 years ago as part of the
United Air Lines system. This was so successful that it became
incorporated into all airlines. He expressed the belief that the
reputation of an airline was either controlled, governed or influe-
nced by the manner in which the stewardesses discharged their
duty, and he was confident that the graduating class could be
depended upon to maintain and even expand the airline’s reputation.

Col. C. Y. Liu, managing director, in the commencement
address talked on‘the duties of the stewardesses, which cover a wide
field, from assisting mothers with children to giving object lessons
in geography. Preparation for these duties is provided for in the
six weeks’ course in stewardess service; passenger service; mete-
orology; first-aid; and airplane familiarization. He exhorted the
graduates to conduct themselves in such a manner as to reflect
credit on themselves and on the corporation,

Quentin Roosevelt, vice president, said the graduation exercise
was a significant occasion in that it shows an interesting develop-
ment, not only in CNAC, but in general aviation. Whereas in the
past a passenger was merely a person to be transported from one
place to another, he has become an important entity who must be
well treated and made as comfortable as possible,
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Elizabeth Lan, CNAC's chief stewardess, read the graduating
list and Col. Liu presented the wings to the following recruits to
CNAC's air lanes: Nancy Chang; Vivian Chang; Maureen Chau;
Judy Chen; Deanna Chien; Louise Fong; Jeanne Young; Joan Hsu:
Ros1e Hsu; Margarite Huang; Murlel Shao; Ivy Tsu; and Jane Wu.

The new stewardesses began their.duties on the following
Monday on DC-3’s flying to Chungking, Peiping and Canton,

On the eve of their assumption of duties the graduates
entertained officials of the corporation, their friends and a number
of Chinese and foreign newspapermen at an informal supper—dance
on the roof of the CNAC building. Foreign newspapermen
